Corporate Membership:   

Corporate Membership gives companies the opportunity to partner with their local Rotary club and appoint up to four employees as active members.  The current membership classification system is unchanged, but this provision allows for club by-laws to be modified to permit sub categories of active membership such as Associate members, Corporate members, Rotaract Members to join the Rotary Club, or any other type designed by a club.   The Corporate Membership pilot [program 7/1/16] allows a corporation or company to become a member of a local Rotary club and to appoint up to four designees to attend club meetings, work on projects, vote on club matters, serve as club officers and on club committees, and participate in other club activities.
Senior Active Membership:
"Senior active" is a form of membership reserved for members who have provided substantial years of service to Rotary and is usually regarded as a mark of Rotary distinction. Being a senior active member signifies that a Rotarian has been involved in club activities over a long period. A Rotarian automatically becomes "senior active" upon completion of 15 years of service in one or more Rotary clubs. Senior active status is also conferred upon a Rotarian with ten or more years of service who has reached the age of 60, or with five or more years of service who has reached the age of 65. A senior active member is always identified by "former classification," which describes a business or profession.
